	Natural speech used in everyday communication.

	Autonomy / Learner autonomy
	The ability of learners to manage and direct their own learning.

	Background knowledge
	Knowledge and experience learners already possess before learning something new.

	Character analysis
	Examining a character’s personality, behavior, and development.

	Classroom atmosphere
	The emotional and social environment of the classroom.

	CLT (Communicative Language Teaching)
	A teaching approach focused on meaningful communication and interaction.

	Cognition
	Mental processes involved in learning, understanding, and thinking.

	Cognitive load
	The amount of mental effort required during learning.

	Collaborative learning
	Learning through cooperation and interaction with others.

	Communicative activities
	Tasks that require meaningful communication between learners.

	Communicative competence
	The ability to use language effectively in real-life communication.

	Comprehensible input
	Language input that learners can understand with some challenge.

	Comprehension
	Understanding spoken or written language.

	Comprehension questions
	Questions used to check understanding of content.

	Confidence
	Belief in one’s ability to use language successfully.

	Confidence building
	Activities that help learners feel more secure and capable.

	Constructive feedback
	Helpful comments that support learner improvement.

	Context-based learning
	Learning language through meaningful situations and context.

	Contextualized learning
	Learning language connected to real situations and meaning.

	Contextualized vocabulary
	Vocabulary learned within meaningful contexts rather than isolated lists.

	Critical thinking
	The ability to analyze, evaluate, and interpret information.

	Cultural awareness
	Understanding and respecting cultural differences and similarities.

	Cultural context
	The social and cultural background connected to communication.

	Cultural norms
	Accepted behaviors and expectations within a culture.

	Debate
	A discussion where participants express and defend opinions.

	Deep processing
	Careful analysis and meaningful understanding of information.

	Discourse competence
	The ability to organize ideas and language coherently.

	Documentary
	A factual film or video presenting real information or events.

	Dual coding
	Processing information through both verbal and visual channels.

	Educational format
	A structured organization of learning activities.

	English Language Teaching. (ELT)
	Process and practice of teaching the English language to learners whose first language is not English.

	Emotional engagement
	Emotional involvement that increases motivation and interest.

	Engaging input
	Interesting and motivating learning materials.

	Extrinsic motivation
	Motivation based on external rewards such as grades or jobs.

	Facilitator
	A teacher who guides and supports learning instead of only lecturing.

	Film analysis
	Examining themes, language, characters, and meaning in films.

	Film-based discussion
	Classroom discussions based on films or TV series.

	Fluency
	The ability to speak smoothly and naturally.

	Functional language
	Language used for practical communication purposes.

	Goal-oriented tasks
	Activities designed to achieve a specific learning objective.

	Guided discovery
	teaching approach in which learners discover rules, meanings, or concepts by themselves with the teacher’s support and guidance instead of receiving direct explanations immediately.

	Input
	Language that learners hear or read.

	Input Hypothesis
	Krashen’s theory that language develops through understandable input.

	Interaction
	Communication between people during learning activities.

	Interaction-focused learning
	Learning based on communication and social interaction.

	Interactional competence
	The ability to manage conversations effectively.

	Intercultural competence
	The ability to communicate effectively with people from different cultures.

	Intercultural sensitivity
	Awareness and respect for cultural differences.

	Intrinsic motivation
	Motivation based on personal interest or enjoyment.

	Intonation
	The rise and fall of the voice in speech.

	Language acquisition
	The process of naturally learning a language.

	Language awareness
	Conscious understanding of language forms and use.

	Learner engagement
	Active emotional and intellectual involvement in learning.

	Learning outcomes
	Skills or knowledge students are expected to achieve.

	Linguistic competence
	Knowledge of grammar, vocabulary, and language structures.

	Listening comprehension
	The ability to understand spoken language.

	Mechanical practice
	Repetitive exercises without meaningful communication.

	Meaning-making
	The process of understanding and interpreting information.

	Meaningful communication
	Communication connected to real purposes and contexts.

	Meaningful tasks
	Activities connected to authentic communication and situations.

	Memory retention
	The ability to remember learned information over time.

	Methodological perspective
	A teaching viewpoint based on educational theories and methods.

	Misunderstanding management
	Strategies for clarifying communication problems.

	Motivation
	The desire and willingness to learn and participate.

	Multimedia learning
	Learning through a combination of text, sound, images, and media.

	Multimodal input
	Information presented through several channels such as visuals and sound.

	Narrative reconstruction
	Retelling or recreating a story using one’s own language.

	Natural pronunciation
	Pronunciation that sounds realistic and native-like.

	Negotiating meaning
	Clarifying communication to achieve understanding.

	Non-verbal cues
	Communication without words, such as gestures and facial expressions.

	Noticing
	Paying conscious attention to language forms in communication.

	Noticing theory
	The idea that learners acquire language by consciously noticing patterns.

	Output Hypothesis
	Swain’s theory that language develops through producing language.

	Pair work
	Activities where two students work together.

	Passive learning
	Learning by only receiving information without participation.

	Passive viewing
	Watching videos without active learning tasks.

	Pedagogical tool
	A teaching resource used to support learning.

	Peer exchange
	Sharing ideas and communication between students.

	Peer support
	Help and encouragement from classmates.

	Persistence
	Continuing effort despite difficulties.

	Post-viewing stage
	Activities completed after watching a video or film.

	Pragmatic awareness
	Understanding socially appropriate language use.

	Pragmatic competence
	The ability to use language appropriately in social contexts.

	Pre-viewing stage
	Activities done before watching to prepare learners.

	Problem-solving tasks
	Activities requiring learners to solve problems through communication.

	Production stage
	The stage where learners actively produce language.

	Proficiency level
	A learner’s degree of language ability.

	Pronunciation development
	Improvement of sounds, stress, and rhythm in speech.

	Real-life communication
	Natural language use in authentic situations.

	Registers
	Different language styles depending on situation and context.

	Retention
	The ability to keep information in memory.

	Role-play
	Acting out situations to practice language use.

	Role-play simulation
	Simulated communication situations for speaking practice.

	Schema Theory
	The theory that prior knowledge supports understanding of new information.

	Second Language Acquisition (SLA)
	The study of how people learn a second language.

	Self-efficacy
	Belief in one’s ability to succeed in tasks.

	Shared visual context
	Common visual information that supports understanding.

	Social interaction
	Communication and collaboration between people.

	Sociocultural competence
	Understanding cultural and social aspects of communication.

	Sociocultural Theory
	Vygotsky’s theory that learning develops through interaction.

	Speaking fluency
	Smooth and natural oral communication.

	Stereotypes
	Oversimplified beliefs about groups or cultures.

	Stress (pronunciation)
	Emphasis placed on syllables or words in speech.

	Structured tasks
	Organized activities designed to meet learning objectives.

	Supportive environment
	A safe and encouraging learning atmosphere.

	Sustained attention
	The ability to remain focused for a long period.

	Task-Based Language Teaching (TBLT)
	A teaching approach based on meaningful communicative tasks.

	Task types
	Different categories of classroom activities.

	Turn-taking
	The process of speakers alternating during conversation.

	Visual context
	Visual information that helps learners understand meaning.

	Visual learning
	Learning through images, videos, and visual materials.

	Vocabulary acquisition
	Learning and understanding new words.
